General Functioning

To improve overall function and life of the mixer ensure;

- all moving parts (axles, spindles and gears) are lubricated with an

automotive grease
-all nuts and bolts are tightened

Excessive noise and gear
grinding

There should be a large thin washer on the axle

on either side of the cog shield. Also the axle,

cog and washers should be greased.

If the washers are missing remove the shield

and then the roll pin through the cog and axle.

The roll pin can be punched out with a :

5/16" bolt and a hammer. Shleld_>
Do not try and force the axle back through the

bearings on the swing arm.

Excessive noise and motor
not runnning smooth

The drive belt needs to be running
vertically.

Ensure the drive on the motor and

the pulley wheel are in alignment so
the belt is not being torqued.

This is best accomplished by adjusting
the position of the pulley wheel on the

axle. pulley wheel

Bowl/gears appear to
uneven, gears do not ride
in a level plain

Under the bowl and bowl mount on the
spindle there needs to be a large thick
washer. This ensures the bowl has a
level surface to ride on and puts the
gears at the correct height.

Remove the bowl and mount from

spindle and add washer, as well
ensure the spindle is greased.
