On one end of the frame is a
mounting nut. It MUST be over
the wheels. NUT

Tighten using a

17mm wrench.

Secure wheel assembly to main
frame and then the frame foot.
Use 4- 2 *** 17mm bolts.
These are the longest bolts.

Slide the axle without the cog through the swing arm.
Align the holes on the axle and the swing arm

and secure with a 2" roll pin. Note the roll pin has one end
bevelled, this goes in first. Hold the roll pin tightly with vice

grips in the middle and tap in with a hammer.

Lubricate the axle and slide the axle mount onto the axle.

Note the flanges on the mount point outwards, the
dumping wheel will mount to this.
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Slide the axle mounts on the swing arm onto the
frame from part 2, the gear cog moust be over the
wheeled end of the frame, where the motor will
mount.

Secure with 2 Y% bolts through the frame and axle
mounts.
